now be in high-definition. The other channels will serve

a range of diverse interests; tb’t LIFE will concentrate on
cooking, travel, crafts, and do-it-yourself projects, and tit MN
will be devoted to the needs and interests of Minnesotans

and their communities. There will also be anincrease to the
number of hours devoted to children’s programming, there will
be 11 and 1/2 hours on &5t 2 and 8-10 hours on the weekend on
tyt LIFE.
